DECLARATION OF COMMITMENT TO COMPLY WITH THE PRINCIPLES 
AND CRITERIA OF PEFC LITHUANIA

The governor, owner or use of PEFC Lithuania certified forest obligates:

1. To carry out forestry operations respecting relevant to forest management national laws and regulations. 
2. To cut forest only when having all necessary permits. 

3. Do not exceed   limits of clear-cut areas established by the Lithuanian laws.  

4. Do not cut younger trees than it is permitted according to national laws and regulations relevant to forest management.

5. In cutting areas with viable underwood which is worth to protect   not less than 70% of underwood and young stands have to be retained.

6. To respect requirement of forest sanity and fire protection regulations. 

7. To reforest clear-cut areas during the 3 year period from the date of cutting. 

8. To carry out forest management activities in close agreement with the details included in the management planning documentation.

9. To fill harvesting output records.  

10. To fill harvesting and timber sales documentation in such a way which enables all timber sold to be traced back to the forest of origin (felling permit level).

11. To organize forest management activities in such a way that they would not threaten survival of the species from the Lithuanian Red Data Book and NATURA 2000 flora and fauna species lists and would not cause threats to protected territories and Woodland Key Habitats situated within the certified forest.

12. Do not make forbidden cuttings around protected nests of rare birds. 

13. To analyze possibilities of alternative measures before applying chemicals in order to control pests. 

14. Do not use prohibited chemicals.

15. Do not leave non-organic wastes in the forest and clear littered forest.

16. To plant non-native tree species only in cases when it is known that, in the given conditions, they clearly outperform native species.  

17. To carry out forestry operations   in such a way that soil degradation would be eluded. 

18. Do not pollute water bodies situated within the certified forest. 

19. To protect streamside buffer zones do not carry forestry operations within these zones.

20. To reforest areas of dead stands (if such stands are present) during 2 years period after the outbreak.

21. To leave the cutting areas for natural regeneration in the forests belonging to groups II A and III. 

22. Do not make damage to sites of cultural, historical, ecological, economic or religious significance when carrying out forestry operations.

23. To guarantee that regulations of safe working practice would not be violated. 

24. To guarantee that equipment, which is used during forest operations, would be technically intact.

25. To guarantee the rights of employees to joining a professional union and to negotiate collectively.
